When most people think of scholarships, they imagine support for tuition, books, or traditional classroom expenses. But at
the Henry County Community Foundation, we know education takes many forms, and sometimes the most impactful
learning happens outside the classroom walls.

That's why some of our forward-thinking donors have chosen to create scholarships that go beyond the usual. They've
recognized that school budgets change, needs evolve, and opportunities often require creative support. These donors
are visionaries—people who see a need, even when it’s overlooked, and choose to meet it.

Here are just a few examples of scholarships that are opening unique doors for Henry County students and educators:

¢ The Hilary Weimer Memorial Fund supports Knightstown High School graduates in their junior or senior year of
college as they complete internships, practicums, student teaching, or other hands-on learning programs. This year,
Avery received the scholarship to support her next steps in college.

¢ The Jean Bond Hough Foreign Exchange Student Endowment provides opportunities for New Castle High School
graduates to study abroad. Most recently, Nick, a New Castle graduate and teacher, received support to complete
his master’'s degree through a final class in Turkey and Greece.

¢ The Butch Fairchild Memorial Trade Program Designated Fund encourages students pursuing the trades through
the New Castle Career Center. In 2025, it supported Brookley, supplying her with the tools needed for her to
continue in a field that builds strong communities and provides essential skills.

¢ The Janice Paige Hughes Scholarship Fund assists Henry County residents pursuing certifications, degrees, or
graduate studies in Special Education. Most recently, Kyleigh, received support as she works toward becoming a
Board Certified Behavior Analyst (BCBA), a credential that will allow her to better serve children with autism.

Each of these scholarships represents a donor who chose to think differently, identifying and meeting needs that are
often overlooked. Their support helps create vital opportunities that traditional funding often can't reach, empowering
students and teachers to grow and achieve their full potential.

At the Foundation, we are proud to partner with these generous community members to find innovative ways to support
growth, achievement, and lifelong learning. Because when education thrives, whether it's in a classroom, a trade shop, or
halfway across the world, our entire community thrives.
